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This is one of the truly 

great mountain sights on earth yet never seen – except for professional mountaineers and those on our Himalaya 
Helicopter Expeditions. Kanchenjunga at 28,169 feet (8,586 meters) is the world’s 3rd highest mountain (after 
Everest and K2), with a drop from summit (the peak on the left in front of the cloud) to the glacier at it base of 
12,000 feet straight down.

You can be awed by such a picture, but to actually physically be here, to witness this magnificence personally 
so that it is forever a part of your life, is to feel a depth of awe that has to be experienced to be understood. 
Kanchenjunga is part of the Himalayas, now on the border of Nepal and Sikkim, once an independent kingdom 
now absorbed into India. We fly right up the North Face, and into the Amphitheatre of the Southwest Face as 
well.
