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The public 

square of The Registan, the center of the ancient Silk Road city oasis of Samarkand, is arguably the most 
magnificent sight in all Central Asia.  The Ulugh Beg Madrasa (college or school) on the left was built in 1420 
by The Sultan Astronomer, the Sher-Dor Madrasa (1636) on the right you learned about in The Tigers of 
Samarkand, and most recently, last Friday’s Glimpse was about the Golden Madrasa (1660) in the center.

Here are all three in the splendor of entire Registan illuminated at night. It took my breath away yet again to be 
here once more – and will do the same for you once you stand here to make this sight a part of your life. (
