THE SACRED LAKE OF PHOKSUNDO
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West of the Himalayan giants of Annapurna and Dhaulagiri in Nepal lies a roadless high wilderness inhabited
only by Tibetan nomads called Dolpa. The region is nhamed after them, Dolpo. The Dol pa practice the ancient
pre-Buddhist animist religion of Tibet called Bon. They worship sites of nature they consider holy. And holiest
of all isthe Sacred Lake of Phoksundo.

The Dolpa consider the blue of Phoksundo an act of magic by the gods. Once you see it, you can only agree.
